Don’t miss out on benefi ts – Some plans cover annual 
physicals with liƩ le or no out-of-pocket cost, so it’s nice 
to start the new year with a clean bill of health. If you 
have a dental or vision plan, you may be eligible for a 
cleaning, check-up, contact lenses or glasses. Check with 
your insurance company to see if you are  eligible for any 
specifi c services.

Work your deduc  ble – Many health insurance plans 
come with a deducƟ ble that resets every calendar year. If  
you expect to have a lot of healthcare expenses you may 
want to schedule care for early in the year so you can 
fulfi ll your deducƟ ble as soon as possible.

Get a jump on healthy News Year’s resolu  ons – Check 
with your health insurance company to see if they off er 
discounts with local or naƟ onal health clubs. Some do, 
and you could save money on monthly membership cost 
for yourself or your family.

Review the prior year – If you kept a tally of your out-of-
pocket health expenses, you will beƩ er understand the 
cost of your opƟ ons when your next open enrollment 
season rolls around.  Did you have a new bundle of joy 
this year? If so, be sure to noƟ fy your health carrier so 
the liƩ le one has on-going coverage.

Life Insurance
